Simple is better

Unlike many other typical “powersoaking, hot brakes ‘n plates” that rely on a  slew of resistors,coils,capacitors,tranformers,pads,opamps,and fans to simulate a speaker load,

the SpeakerValve live load attenuator is the real thing .

As part of it’s proprietary design,it achieves this by actually utilizing custom spec’d ,high power,micro drivers.

These optimized driver units aptly nick named “mule” drivers,  handle your amp’s output load, retaining all the harmonically rich overtones,without sucking the tone and without rendering your amp’s tone dry,sterile and lifeless like some other units currently available.

The SpeakerValve allows the full,rich & fat tone of your amp to come through,

but at respectable,manageable volume levels.

The SpeakerValve live load attenuator is not “like the real thing”.It IS the real thing

As simple as it sounds,it wasn’t just a simple matter of “sticking some tiny speakers in a box”.After many,many months of working with several OEM manufacturers & evaluating  literally dozens of speaker drivers,I finally got the results I wanted from a custom tweaked driver unit that had the desirable parameters & characteristics of it’s much larger coned “relatives”. I needed the speaker load the amp would “see” to be more akin to an actual  speaker cabinet with similar reactance,impedance,resonance  characteristics of a conventional speaker cabinet.Anything less would have the amp  reacting to it like it was a nasty little headphone or laptop speaker abused & pushed into obliteration.

Much time & tone testing went into the final design in order to maintain an amp’s attenuated tone,without sounding harsh and retaining the tonal balance (loudness) at lower volume levels.

The SpeakerValve is more “organic” sounding than many other similar use units.It’s more natural sounding because of it’s implementation of these custom spec’d, high powered driver units,allowing your amp’s notes to bloom and retaining the highs when you turn your amp’s volume down.It reacts like a real speaker cabinet,cause it is.

With the SpeakerValve,your amp’s output goes into a real,”breathing” speaker load,not a “simulated” speaker load like many other devices currently on the market.At all times your amp will “see” a typical speaker load,not a cold,sterile sounding box-o-parts.

Tame that beast,simply.

Turning the “valve” control gradually to the right opens up the level feeding your speaker cabinet.The centre mounted screw corresponds simply to about half the output.

Turning this control further to the right allows the amp’s full signal to pass thru your speaker cabinet.

Turning the level control to the extreme left(maximum attenuation)effectively takes your cabinet’s output out of the mix,and the SpeakerValve’s internal speaker load takes over. 

At this maximum attenuation,your amp’s output is diverted from your amp’s external cabinet and into the SpeakerValve,while still maintaining a proper load impedance to your amp. The SpeakerValve will now emit a low level amp signal,essentially becoming a personal practice or micro-monitor cabinet .

You can also “mic” the SpeakerValve’s unique tone for recording for example,by simply locating a microphone in close proximity,without worrying about having to nail a “sweet spot”.

The SpeakerValve also features a “Reducer” output.which effectively reduces your 

amp’s output by approx 75% before going to your speaker cabinet.Now you can tame
any tube amp’s output for small gigs or recording ,retaining the amp’s rich saturated tone without ear spitting volume levels.For example,you could use your 50watt amp thru the SpeakerValve which would feed an output of about 12watts into your speaker cabinet.

For players who find even their 30watt amp still too loud for smaller club venues,the SpeakerValve can be counted on to bring the SPL down to respectable levels,without squashing your amp’s tone.Think of it as your amp now having a ¼ power switch.
